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The second short mobility for students of the Erasmusplus project "Educating innovative and creative European citizens" took place in Palermo from 4 to 9 February 2019. It was a real pleasure for the IPSSAR Paolo Borsellino hosting students and teachers partners. Is was planned starting the activities the same day of their arrival, to be able to organize immediately the students in five sub-international groups. This subdivision was made during the welcome dinner.

Each sub-group consisted of a student from each Country and one or two Italian students. Everyone was invited to work together to photograph and set the highlights of mobility, as well as to design the representative logo of the project.

The second day was dedicated to the visit of the planetary Gal Hassin in the astronomical park of the Madonie di Isnello. Unfortunately, the bad weather conditions did not allow the lesson on the sundials, as scheduled. After, the meeting with the Mayor of Cefalù took place, in the province of Palermo, one of the most beautiful villages in Italy, located at the foot of a rocky promontory. Lunch took place at the Mandralisca hotel school in Cefalù.

In the end, free time was given to allow the groups of students, who have been given a map of the places with the signs of the most important points, to visit and photograph them.

The Botanical Garden of Palermo was visited on Wednesday, considered a huge open-air museum, full of innumerable plant species, many of which come from tropical and subtropical regions.

Later, the Erasmus group visited Ballarò, one of the oldest food markets in Palermo

After lunch in small bars where you can find the typical characteristics of Sicilian cuisine, students and teachers visited the park of the Favorita, the largest green area in the municipality of Palermo. The entire tour was supported by the municipal police and Rangers. Finally, visit to the Palazzina Cinese, former royal residence of the Bourbons of the Two Sicilies, located in Palermo on the edge of the Parco della Favorita.

In the afternoon, the groups of students worked in the computer rooms at school supported by some Italian teachers, to create the padlets that summarize the mobility activities.

The teachers met to discuss the dynamics of the choice of the representative logo of the project, the division of tasks to be performed and clarifications on economic issues

On Thursday, the group, after receiving a thematic map, visited the center of Palermo, photographing the most representative points of the Arab-Norman route. The visit to the cathedral roofs was of particular interest.

In the morning, there was a meeting with Mayor Orlando at the town hall. After a few hours of free time, the group came back to school to continue group work in the computer rooms and the teachers met once again to discuss the project.

The works ended with the context logo. The logos were presented in the Aula Magna and were voted by a teacher for each Country.

In the evening there was a dinner at school with the families of the host students.

On Friday, there was a visit to the Norman town of Monreale, where a guide in English accompanied the teachers and pupils in the Cathedral of Monreale, a vast Byzantine work, and in the Cloister, which is an example of beautiful Byzantine architecture of XII century, considered the most complete monument of Romanic sculpture in Sicily.

In the evening, the gala dinner took place at school with the delivering of certificates of attendance. The consuls of Germany and Slovenia took part in the dinner. Even if all the consuls of the partner countries were invited, some of them, for previous commitments, declined the invitation.
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
